ADDENDUM TO WINDSOCK VILLAGE SITE PLAN REVIEW FORM

The Certificate of Restrictive Covenants, Common Easements, Exceptions and Reservations as recorded at the Carroll County Registry of Deeds includes the following:  (among other items)

4.  One Dwelling Only

No more than one-family type residential building shall be maintained on any one lot at any one time.  This restriction shall not, however, prevent the erection of such auxiliary structures, such as a garage, hangar, storage building and the like, which shall confirm in appearance to the principal residence building.

5.  Set Back Restrictions

No building…..shall ever be erected on any lot within thirty (30) feet of any exterior sideline; meaning the right of way line, where as a lot abuts a roadway; provided, however, that while two or more lots are owned by the same party, this restriction shall apply only to the exterior sidelines of the entire group of adjacent lots held by the same owner.

6.  Building Requirements

All structures erected on any dwelling lot shall be promptly and expeditiously completed as to their exteriors, including the finish painting and/or staining within twelve (12) months after construction is commenced.  All structures shall be finished in neatly applied clapboards, shingles, log or board and batten siding, or in equal quality of exterior finish, with the following types of exterior siding expressly prohibited; namely, tar paper, tar shingles, other types of tarred siding and slabs.  All space between the ground and the first floor shall be closed in and finished on its exterior in a manner harmonious with the other exterior surfaces of the building.

The Certificate of Restrictive Covenants etc. associated with your deed contains other items that are applicable to all Windsock Village property owners.  We urge you to read them thoroughly.

When any common area or roadway easement within the community is disturbed for the purpose of construction (utility lines, etc) it shall be the responsibility of the property owner to replace or repair the area disturbed to its original condition.

The Windsock Village Property Owner’s Association Board of Trustees also insists that arrangements for sanitary facilities be made for any construction workers in the village.

5.2 Noise

a.  No person shall engage in, cause or permit any person to be engaged in very loud construction activity on a site abutting any residential use between the hours of 10PM of one day and 7AM of the following day.  The following uses and activities shall be exempt from the provisions of this article:

1.  Home Maintenance activities (eg mowing lawns, cutting one’s firewood, etc.)

2.  Noises created by construction and maintenance activities between the hours of 7AM and 10PM.
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
