Minutes of Joint Meeting

March 19, 2009

A joint meeting of the above Boards was held 3/19/09 at Beverly Mason’s home. Present were: Beverly Mason, Nancy Drach, Dwight Allenson, Gary Cole, Barbara Clifford, Glenn Mori and Peter Lambert.

Aviation Corp.

The minutes of the November 20, 2008 meeting were approved as written.

Treasurer’s report: Barbara Clifford reported a checking account balance of approx. $1,000; Savings balance of $35,000 and a CD of $55,572. Accounts receivables are $1,400 consisting of 4 accounts that all have a history of slow pay. On the Peter Styrens foreclosure, all except $18 of interest was paid. The Treasurers report was approved.

Public Input: none

Runway Committee: Gary Cole asked about our current expenditures vs. budget on plowing. Barbara responded: runway budget: $9,500; expended to date $9,416. Taxiway: budget $5,000; expended $4,257. Glenn Mason reported that plowing is done for the season.

Gary stated that he feels the Board should maintain a registration of both pilots and planes in order to help identify rules violators and unauthorized users. He is also looking to build a registration for example to e-mail current runway conditions. Also, if someone damages the runway, this would help to identify who did the damage. Beverly asked: would knowing who did the damage change the damage? He responded: no, if someone were made aware, it would help. Glenn Mori would rather see the focus on education and prevention rather than punitive measures.

Beverly noted that once an offending pilot is identified, we could focus education efforts on that person. She also added that she is steadfastly against any general communication that doesn’t get sent to all members of the corporation. Nancy disagreed. She feels that there is dome info that should only go to pilots.

Gary distributed a hand-drawn map of the runway depicting low areas of concern. He noted that the recent runway survey showed that most people were in favor of a long-range plan for runway improvement. The runway is rough. Rolling helps but is not the solution. It is settling and has had issues for many years. He noted that with recent snow melting, there are 13 areas with 5 inches or more of ponding.

Gary is suggesting a 4-year plan for improvement. In year 1: fill low areas and top dress with loam on the center strip of the runway. This would leave the two side areas for take-off and landings. Work would be done at the end of August. In year 2: repeat the above on one of the sides. In year 3: repeat the above on the other side and in year 4 repeat on the center strip. He estimated the price to be about $15,000/year including hydro seeding. Dwight asked what the advantage is to hydro seeding. Gary said that come up at the committee meeting. They concluded that although it costs more, there is a bigger bang for the buck. Beverly stated that the next meeting is in April. She would like some more firm information before the Board votes. Glenn Mori commented that he has lots of information from prior similar discussions and he would like to be involved in the process.

Annual Meeting: The annual meeting date will be Saturday June 6. The Aviation meeting will be in the morning and property owners in the afternoon. Beverly would like to send out a “save the date” postcard. On it, we will set a cut-off date of May 10th for submission of an agenda item.
