MINUTES OF 3/25/10 MEETING

Property Owners

The March 25, 2010 meeting was convened at 6:30-m at Beverly Mason’s home. Present were: Beverly Mason, Doug MacIver, Peter Lambert, Bob Pustell, Bill Clegg, Barbara Clifford, Tom gill, Nancy Drach and Glenn Mori. Guests present were: Steve Moore, Glenn Mason, and Dwight Allenson.

The minutes of the 1/21/10 meeting were approved as written.

Treasurer’s report: Barbara Clifford reported 13 accounts with outstanding balances totaling about $8,000. Cash on hand is $49,800. After notification of the small claims action, Ben King paid the amount that was more than a year overdue. He still owes for last year. There are two other over a year old accounts that we have not filed on as yet: Jimmy Waldron; this is in a bankruptcy foreclosure. Barbara has been in contact with both the attorney and the bank. The other is Eldridge. This also is in foreclosure. Beverly requested that if it is not foreclosed upon that we get our claim in. The report was accepted as presented.

Public input:  none

Arcadia Trust Letter:  Beverly read the draft of a letter to be sent re: fence along the taxi way is collapsing. The letter was approved as written with the correction that it is sent from both corporations.

Unfinished homes:  Beverly reviewed the response from Gary Gifford. Nancy commented that he never addressed the issue at hand, which is his unfinished exterior. In regards to his letter asking that the by-laws be changed Peter noted that the by-laws are changed by the Board, not at annual meeting. Beverly read a draft of a letter in response to his. In it she reviews that by law change procedure and suggests that he formally request that it be added to the agenda and that he be present at the meeting to speak to it. A motion was approved to send the letter as written.

 Tom Kondrat letter: Beverly felt that the Board had already addressed his concern and that no response was warranted.

Nature Conservancy: Beverly reviewed a note that Jeff Lougie of the Nature Conservancy had sent regarding controlled burns in the area. A motion was approved that Beverly contact Jeff and offer different options to him re: contacting our members. One option would be that we send out their letter in our mailing as long as the printing costs are at their expense.

Beverly turned the road maintenance portion of the meeting over to the VP Doug MacIver.

Road Maintenance:  Glenn Mason of Eaglecrest Corp. reviewed our year to date expenditures.

Road maintenance winter: budgeted $20,000; have spent $14,600, about $5,400 left.

Road maintenance summer: there is about $1,000 left. That will be spent for sweeping spring clean up. Glenn asked if the balance of the winter maintenance can be spent on spring clean up and other expenditures that would normally be considered summer; or would the board rather that he wait until annual meeting.

A motion passed to allow Eaglecrest Corp. to over expend the line item: summer road maintenance.

Nancy asked about the amount of sand being used on the straight-aways. Can we just sand the corners? Glenn explained that shady areas, whether on straight or corner areas get ice build up. Mac commented that he would rather allow Glenn to use his judgment than to make a firm policy.

Glenn added that he had some complaints about tree cutting. Because he had the time this winter, he took down some trees to remove some of the shade from the roads to help prevent ice build up. He spoke to everyone who had the trees in front of their property. If they objected, he didn’t take the tree. Any trees that were taken, the corporation was not charged for the removal. He kept the wood in lieu of payment. He found out that it tree cutting is not very profitable. He received about $2,500 of wood but it took about 60 hrs. of his labor to do it.

Annual meeting:  Beverly reviewed the preliminary agenda. She also reviewed a draft of the Save-the-Date postcard to be sent out. A motion was approved to send out the postcards as written.

Meeting location: Steve Moore is OK with having it at his hangar but will ask around to see if there are any other volunteers.

Aviation portion of Meeting

The minutes of the 1/21/10 meeting were approved as written.

Treasurer’s report:  Barbara reported 8 accounts outstanding totaling about $3,200. Only Eldridge is in arrears by 2 years. Cash on hand is approximately $77,400. Her report was approved as presented.

Public Input: none

Barbara asked Glenn Mason if the closed portion of the runway is marked well enough. Glenn Mori and Steve Moore both thought that it was marked sufficiently. A discussion ensued on what options there are if a flock of geese returns. Bob asked Glenn Mason if he has assessed the new grass. He responded that it looks as though it is growing but is not yet established. It needs to be rolled, but it is too early to do that.

Gifford Letter:  Beverly reviewed the letter that the WVPO board had approved. Motion was passed to send the letter.

A motion was approved to send the save-the date postcard.

Beverly reviewed the preliminary annual meeting agenda. Her plan is to share with everyone present the facts and figures on what has happened with the runway restoration project. The review will include: shortening the project from 4000 feet to 3000 feet; Gary Cole’s resignation; money expenditures. When this was proposed a year ago, the board did not support it so it is not a case of the board abandoning their plan. Bob Pustell plans to introduce a resolution on his own to stop phase 2 until we can assess how phase 1 has worked. Glenn Mori: can’t the board make a recommendation? Steve Moore: there are several people who think that this is a train that can’t be stopped. He agrees that we are not in a position to make an assessment yet. Bob added that we might want to save the money for a potential irrigation system. Beverly will give the board an outline of what she thinks should be presented at the annual meeting. Peter commented that if we are considering asking to have the project stopped, should this be addressed on the agenda as a money item? Glenn Mason added that what you need for this or any other project is to talk to professionals especially someone who has done it before.
