MINUTES OF 9/17/09 MEETING

A joint meeting of the WVPO and WVAC was held at Bob Pustell’s home beginning at 6:30pm. Present were: Bob Pustell, Don Meader, Bill Clegg, Dave Adams, Beverly Mason, Barbara Clifford, Nancy Drach and Peter Lambert.

There was a discussion on the minutes of the 8/20/09 meeting. Bob wants to have it stated in the minutes that he was not singling out golf cart but rather all traffic—wheeled and foot—needs to stay off the newly seeded turf. Beverly thinks that the minutes as printed accurately reflected the meeting of 8/20 but that we can certainly note his feelings in the minutes of this meeting. A motion passed to accept the minutes of the 8/20/09 meeting as printed.

Treasurer’s report: Barbara Clifford reported that we have collected 90% of the Aviation assessment. There are a couple of problem accounts. One is Ben King and the other is Eldridge. Stafford King has passed away. The statements are going to his son Ben. This is not a problem account now, but could be in the future. Cash on hand is Approx. $90,000. To date $21,824 has been expended for the runway project: $8,800 for loam and $13,000 for hauling and spreading the loam. She is expecting an invoice for the cones and Gary Cole has requested reimbursement for $150. She is waiting back up documentation Gary’s request. We are getting near to the $30,000 that was appropriated. The minutes of the 7/16/09 meeting were reviewed to check the wording of the money appropriation motion. It states: “…. with expenditure not to exceed $30,000 with the balance of the project to be completed in 2010”. A discussion continued on the expenditures to date on the runway project. Bob gave a synopsis of the genesis of the irrigation project rumors. 

A motion passed: “to approve invoices totaling $30,300, documentation to be monitored by the Treasurer”.

Don added that the money that has been approved has already been spent. There is no more money available for this year. Barbara also pointed out that we have not received any written guaranty regarding the hydro seeding.

Beverly will send an e-mail to Gary to inform him that the money that was allocated has been spent and also to ask him about a written guaranty for the hydro seeding.

A motion passed to approve the Treasures report.

The Aviation portion of the meeting adjourned at 7:05pm.

WVPO portion of meeting

Glenn Mason of Eaglecrest Corp. arrived as a guest.

The minutes of the 7/16/09 and 8/31/09 meetings were approved as written.

Treasurer’s report: 87% of our annual assessment and 75% of the special assessment have been received to date. The same two property owners: King and Eldridge are in arrears as well as Jim Waldron, who has declared bankruptcy. Waldron owes $1,400. Barbara would like to consult the attorneys as to proper procedure for filing a claim with the bankruptcy court. A motion passed to authorize Barbara Clifford to contact Attorney Fauvre regarding bankruptcy proceedings.

Barbara further reported that the Corporation has $73,000 cash on hand and that we have not received any charges as yet regarding the closing on the paving loan. The Treasurer’s report was accepted as presented.

Road Committee: Nancy Drach thanked the Board for their support throughout the project. She feels that it was truly a group effort. Paving is still scheduled for the end of September or beginning of October. There were no hitches in the closing of the loan. She reported that she received a lot of cooperation from our Attorney.

Glen Mason reported that the drains have all been installed. These include Pine Lane Rd., the intersection of Navaho and Captain’s Way, Navaho and Aztec, Red Baron and Cherokee and Navaho near the taxiway. He used over 250 yards of gravel. He reports that the roads are a little rough and dusty but he sees no point in spending money on grading since Carroll Paving will do that as part of their prep work. Since he had some money left over he took down some of the large white pines near the roads. He targeted white pines because their root structure would be particularly damaging to any pavement. The drains were estimated to cost $ 21,000 and he has spent $16,000 to date. Tree removal has cost $3,175. He estimated $6,000 for gravel and has spent $6,400. Of the estimated $30,000 for Eaglecrest’s portion of the paving prep work, he has expended $25,562. The balance of the money will be spent to bring the gravel up to the pavement after the paving is done.

A discussion ensued on whether to pay Eaglecrest half of his estimated $30,000 from current operating funds or wait until we have the money from the bank. Glenn is not looking for reimbursement now, but the board felt that since he has had at least $15,000 of out of pocket expenses and since we have the money available we should pay him now for a portion of the work. A motion passed to pay Eaglecrest Corp. $15,000 from the special assessments that have already been collected with the understanding that the balance of the invoices that have been presented will be paid when we receive the money from the bank for the paving project loan. It was also noted that since we can dispense with two of the inspections from the bank and since we have not tapped the loan for the payment to Eaglecrest, we would be saving approximately $450 in inspection fees and interest. Nancy Drach added that she and Glenn would be monitoring the paving, as it is happening to assure that we are receiving what we are paying for.

Nancy noted that she has noticed more police patrols in the neighborhood. Bob asked if we should have a sign stating that this is a private road; proceed at your own risk. Beverly feels that we have enough signs. Don added that the big granite sign at the entrance pretty clearly states that this is a private aviation community.

Meeting adjourned at 7:50pm.
