WINDSOCK VILLAGE REGULATIONS
1. The runway and taxi-ways are for the exclusive purpose of taxiing, taking off and landing of aircraft.  NO other vehicle shall be permitted on the runway or taxi-ways except for the management for maintenance purposes.  There is severe destruction of the grass when vehicles other than aircraft use the runway and taxi-ways.

2. From time-to-time the runway and/or taxi-ways may be closed due to soil conditions – especially in the spring.  When the “X’s” are in place (runway) or orange cones (taxiway) the facility is closed.  Pilots are responsible for checking with maintenance personnel or, in their absence, a board member to verify the status of the airstrip.

3. Due to regular maintenance of the runway and taxi-ways, all pilots should be extremely alert while taking off and approaching for landing to observe for any existing maintenance vehicles or equipment on the airstrip.

4. Dogs are prohibited from the runway and taxi-ways.  They pose a very special hazard to aircraft and to the aircraft’s occupants.  Owners may have a very serious personal liability exposure for any damages caused by a dog.  

5. The Town of Ossipee has a leash law.  Failure to adhere to this law may force Windsock Village residents to report offenders.

6. Children should not be allowed to play on the runway or taxi-ways.  Due to visual restrictions in most aircraft, the pilot may be unable to see children or animals around or in front of them.

7. All Off Highway Recreational Vehicles are prohibited by New Hampshire Law from operating on the runway.  We have been advised by NH Fish & Game Department that they do patrol the WV Runway; violators have been and will be challenged.

8. All signs controlling the use of Windsock Village aviation facilities, community facilities and roadways must be respected and adhered to.

9. It has been observed by several people on various occasions that the vehicle speed in the community is excessive, and we consider this a very serious matter to be immediately corrected.  After consultation with local authorities, a speed limit of 25 MPH has been established for WV roads.  Accordingly, speed limit signs have been posted.  PLEASE ADHERE TO THIS REGULATION AT ALL TIMES.

10.   The facilities at Windsock Village are owned in common by all members.  We should all be working together to maintain control; violators should be challenged by any member.  The efforts of management are intended to maintain and enhance the value of your property.  PLEASE RESPECT IT!
