JOINT MEETING

4/26/07

A joint meeting of the Windsock Village Boards was held 4/46/07 at Beverly Mason’s home, 6:30pm. Board members present were: Don Meader, Beverly Mason, Peter Lambert, Elmer Hynes, Bill Clegg, Dwight Allenson, Kelly Jeffries, Tom Gill & Barbara Clifford.

Guests present were: Glenn Mason & Brian Burns.

Minutes of the March 1, 2007 meeting were approved by both boards, as printed.

Treasurers report (WVAC): Barbara reported that there are 5 unpaid assessments in the Aviation Corp. totaling $1,342. Two are on a payment plan and three have not paid anything. All have received statements at the beginning of each month and a follow up phone call from Barbara. The Campbells made good on the bounced check that she reported in March. Beverly reported that she has notified the broker who is handling the Campbell home sale that there are unpaid fees. Until they are over one year in arrears, there will not be any small claims action. It was asked if the Bocchiccio’s had filed for bankruptcy. If they have, we should stop dunning then for overdue fees. Barbara will call to find out if they have, in fact, filed.

Public input: Brian Burns mentioned that the archive of old minutes and notes is kept in filing cabinets in his basement. Nothing has been added to this archive since 2003-2004. he would like the minutes from meetings since then to be sent to him for filing.

Aviation Maintenance: Runway-Glenn Mason reported that they have been filling pot holes in the runway and that he rolled it to mat it down. He has arranged to rent a vibrating roller in a week or two. Meanwhile there will be another day of filling holes and another day for seeding.

Brushing: there are not a lot of trees down. He recently had a chipper in the Village for chipping downed trees and limbs but it is too heavy for the runway & taxiways in their present condition. It is not a big deal for right now. After rolling the runway, he will spike and seed it. He plans on putting 400-500 lbs. of seed down the center. He believes that this will still be within budget.

’07-’08 Budget: Changes to the budget: runway summer maint from $8,000 to $8,500. Add $4,000 to runway seeding as a line item instead of below the line. Taxi-way summer maint from $7,500 to $8,000. This changes the total budget to $46,918. This makes the assessment for Aviation $213 and taxi-way $267.

Annual Meeting: Don read the notice of meeting that will be sent to all members in the next couple of days.

This concluded the Aviation and joint portions of the meeting.

WVPO: Don has talked to Atty. Fauver re: Fitzmaurice/Clark issue. The Court has put off the June date. She has asked for a Summary Judgement. Don has invited Atty. Fauver to attend the annual meeting and address the issue. Beverly objected, asking: what will it accomplish? The Judge is going to make the decision regardless of what happens at our meeting.

Village Maintenance: Glenn reported that overall the Village is in good shape. All of the Summer Road maint has been spent and there is $40 left in the Winter Maint. Budget. Signs: all the budget has been spent; there are more signs to be replaced in next fiscal year. The $5,000 for drainage has been spent. There is now a new drain at Apache Lane and another at Skyhawk & Red Baron. The drainage has been improved in front of the Wagner property at Skyhawk Lane.

Storm Clean-up: Glenn spent 9 hours with a chipper & crew picking up tree debris. The cost will be $1200-1400. There is no appropriation in this years budget. Don suggests that we bring it to the annual meeting as a special item as we have done previously. He also has added a line item for the ’07-’08 budget.

A motion passed that: the amount of Spring of ’07 clean up be listed as a separate “storm clean up” item in the 2007-08 budget. Barbara to add this to the budget sheet.

Flags: new ones have been ordered. Two complete sets (federal & state) cost $110.

Paving: nothing new to report from the committee. Glenn Mason reported that the first 4000 feet of pavement on Old Mill Rd. is beginning to look a little ratty. He is seeking some professional advice on whether to seal it or apply the 1” of top coat that the paving contractor had originally recommended. Glenn hopes to have some additional information prior to annual meeting. Don will try to arrange the agenda for annual meeting so that this information does not interfere with the paving committee presentation.

Treasurer report: There are five people who owe $2,500 in assessments. Barbara is continuing to send statements and make follow up phone calls.
