The August board meeting was held at the Gazebo at the common area.

Approval of Minutes from July Meeting:


WVPOC – Motion to approve, seconded, passed


WVAC – Motion to approve, seconded, passed

Treasurer’s Report:


Barbara reported that 80% of the aviation assessments have been paid and 75% of the property owner’s assessments have been paid.  She received a bill from Cooper, Deans, and Cargill for $624.  After paying this bill, the WVPOC’s line item for legal will be over-expended.  The board will keep an eye on it.

Barbara has not heard anything further from the unpaid Campbell assessment (last year’s WVAC bill) nor has she received any additional payments.  Barbara was instructed by the board to send these members a letter giving 14 days to pay or their unpaid account will be taken to small claims court.

Public Input:  None

Fitzmaurice/Clark Issue:


Don reported that there is a court hearing on August 28, 2006.  Attorney Fauver is preparing the necessary paper work for the hearing.  Don was asked to provide pictures - done.  Don will be attending the hearing.

Violations or Issues in the Village:


As a result of the last board meeting, board members were to ride around the village and note violations to the covenants and restrictions.


Glenn Mori felt that it is not the role of the board to ride around the development and try to come up with violations.  Several other board members agreed.


Bev felt that it was the job of the board to enforce the C&Rs.  It is very hard for us to enforce one issue, if we are obviously letting other issues go.  She pointed out that there are several issues in the community that have been ignored.


Bill C asked if we couldn’t ask the body at annual meeting to change the “For Sale” sign regulation (WV-II is not allowed to display For Sale signs, WV-I can).  Don explained that the only way to change the Restrictions and Covenants is by having 100% approval of all members of the corporation.


After much discussion, a motion was made; “Don’t think the board should be policing the development looking for violations other than safety and health related issues.”  Seconded, Passed.  4 In favor – 3 Against.


It was noted that there are several For Sale signs in WV-II.  Motion made; “Write to land owners to remove Fore Sale Signs.”  Seconded, Passed.  Glenn M voted no.  Don is to write the letters and bring to next meeting for board approval.


Bev reported that there was an unregistered vehicle at the Newall residence in WV-II.  Mike Jacobsen, a neighbor, was very concerned about this property and the violations that existed.  Motion made; “Send the Newalls a letter about their property – the unregistered vehicle and overall appearance.”  Seconded, passed.

Prospective Road Paving:  No Report

GPS Database Issue:


Kelly was not present at the meeting.  There was discussion as to what the installation of the GPS Database would do for the members of the community.  If there is little benefit, should we be doing this for outsiders?  Some of the pros of the GPS – easier location of WV by guests: someone in trouble could easily locate WV.  Cons to the GPS – Giving more exposure to WV.  Bev felt that this issue should be taken to next annual meeting for approval by the body.  In the past, decisions of this nature were taken to the entire membership.  Again, it was stated that there would be no cost to the association for this installation.  The Pilots Alliance would pay the cost.


Motion made; “To table the issue.” Seconded, Passed.

Memorial Plaque:  


Don had contacted Ben King’s wife about where the old plaque was.  She did not know and not sure that Ben had any idea of its location.  It was mentioned that maybe Brian Burns had it?  


It was suggested that a generic plaque be placed on the Gazebo in memory of all that have passed so not to forget anyone.  Don felt that this should go to next annual meeting for approval.
