BOARD MEETING 11/15/07

The Board meeting of the Windsock Village Property Owners and Aviation Corps. was held on 11/15/07 at Gary Cole’s home. Windsock Village Aviation Corp.:

The minutes of the 9/20/07 meeting were approved as written.

Treasurers report: Barbara reported that approximately $3500 or 7% of the budget is uncollected. She reports that it is the members who have been slow paying in the past who are behind now.

Public Input: none

Directory Committee: There is nothing to report at this time. Don Meader was not in attendance.

Runway Committee:  Gary’s original thought was to send a letter to all pilots asking their opinion on any capital improvement projects. He is now asking if the letter should be sent to all members or just to pilots and then report the results to all members. Beverly felt that there could be a perception among non-flying members that there is an elite group that is looking to “spend my money”. Glenn felt that even a non-pilot may have an idea about the runway. Kelly responded that all members would have the opportunity to vote at annual meeting. Bill also felt that the active pilots should provide the input and then go to the body at annual meeting.

Gary will have a draft letter prepared by the January meeting.

Mailing:  Beverly reported that the mailing has been completed.

Public Input: Brian Burns was glad that LD Jeffries is OK but is concerned about where his plane came down. He felt that if the pilots are going to perform aerobatics, they should be farther away. Gary asked about the existence of an “aerobatics box”. Kelly thought that it went away after Brian Beaudre moved. Glenn felt that it was an appropriate place to fly aerobatics. Kelly responded that so is over an airport where there is some place to land. Glenn asked what the FAR’s stated. Bill responded: 1500 feet and not over a congested area. Glenn asked if the Safety Committee should look at it. Kelly agreed that the Safety Committee will look at it.

Other:  Barbara would like a meeting with Beverly re: how to get the Rules & Regulations to new members.
